SCRIPTURE REFLECTION 
 

Invite someone to read John 20: 19-23. Then, as a family reflect on the 

questions given below and share your responses with one another. If 

necessary, parents are encouraged to rephrase the information and 

questions according to their children’s level of understanding.  

 

Time of reflection and response: 

 

1. Why did the disciples stay behind closed door and were afraid of the 
Jews? How would they have been feeling at that time without Jesus?  

 
2. What do you think the appearance of Jesus would have meant to the 

disciples?  If you had been one of the disciples, what would you have felt 
by the presence and words of Jesus?

Today we celebrate Pentecost Sunday when the Spirit was given to the 
disciples. It is also the day when the Church was born. When a baby is 
conceived, he or she is “hidden” in his or her mother’s womb. And after nine 
months, the baby comes forth into the world. In the same way, the timid and 
uncertain disciples were “hidden” in the upper room. But on the day of 
Pentecost, they came forth from hiding and boldly preached the message of 
Jesus and his resurrection. This is why we say that the Church is “born” on 
the day of Pentecost. The same Spirit is still as active in the Church today, 
transforming the Church - and us - into better disciples and missionaries. 

Let us pray in a special way for the Church. We ask for the grace to grow in 
love for the Church, which is the body of Christ himself, and of which each 
of us are a living part. It is through the Church that we receive the Word, the 
Eucharist, the sacraments, forgiveness of sins and so much more. Let us 
pray for the Church and all of us to be open to the Spirit, as we carry out 
Jesus’ command to be his witnesses in the world.
