SCRIPTURE REFLECTION 
 
Invite someone to read Luke 9: 51-62. Then, as a family reflect on the questions 

given below and share your responses with one another. If necessary, parents are 

encouraged to rephrase the information and questions according to their children’s 

level of understanding.  

 

Time of reflection and response: 
 
Jesus resolutely took the road for Jerusalem, but the Samaritan village they 

passed by would not receive him. His disciples wanted to call down fire to burn 
the village, but he rebuked them and moved on. 
 

Why did the Samaritan village reject Jesus and his disciples?  
What might cause me to reject Jesus or his disciples today? 

Why do you think Jesus scolded his disciples for wanting to punish the village? 
What are the quarrels and conflicts in my life that distract me from following 
Jesus on the road to Jerusalem? 

 
As they travelled to Jerusalem, they met people who wanted to follow Jesus, and 

also people that Jesus called to follow him. But Jesus reminds them that it is not 
easy to follow him, and they would have to give up many things on the way. 
 

Why do I want to follow Jesus? 
How far am I willing to follow Jesus? 

What are the sacrifices that I may have to make in order to follow Jesus? 
 
Today, Jesus shows us that the road he walks is not an easy one. Although he 

wants us to follow him, he wants us to be sure of ourselves and be resolute in 
facing all the challenges that might come our way. We pray that the Holy Spirit 

will continue to guide us and give us the strength to follow Jesus to the end. 

 

Say together as a family: 

 
“Lord Jesus, you came down from heaven that we might have life in your name. 
You ask us to believe and to put our hope in you. We know that you love us and 

watch over us always. May we continue to grow in our faith and follow you, 
especially in times of trouble.”
